In the Art Room

Classroom Expectations/Policy

All expectations are based on one rule: RESPECT
Be Prompt: Respect those who are on time – Don’t be late!  Late slip needed. 

Attend: You must make up for any missed classes. It is your responsibility to ask the teacher about any work you may have missed. Please see teacher before/after school or during the breaks – NOT JUST BEFORE CLASS!


Active Listening: Stop what you are doing and listen whenever the teacher or anyone else is addressing the class (this includes any announcements on the PA).


Respect for Others: Respect teacher, substitutes, your peers and guests.


Respect for Property: Respect and take care of: the ART ROOM (i.e., materials, equipment, computers, desks etc.); ARTWORK (do not touch others’ work without permission – it would be terrible if someone had their work damaged)


Leaving the Room: Students must get permission to leave the room during class. 


Cleanup: Respect that the art room is used by others – students are expected to cleanup not only their own desk, but are required to assist with the general classroom cleanup.  Monitors will be assigned by the teacher.


SAFETY: Students must always handle materials, chemicals and tools in a safe manner. Students will be given specific safety instructions when new materials, chemicals and/or tools are introduced and used.


Assignment Due Dates: It is the student’s responsibility to inform the teacher at least 3 days before the due date if an extension is needed.  Extensions may be granted at the teacher’s discretion.

The art room is always open before/after school, as well as during breaks. Students are always encouraged and welcome to work on their projects/assignments outside of class if needed.  
Course completion (receiving credit for the course) requires that all projects must be complete and handed in.
