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Science 9 
Creative Non-Fiction Writing
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End Result:
We’re going to create an anthology of short stories for ND students to read in order to earn AR points. Each story will be worth 1, 2, or 3 AR points depending on how long your story is.

Objective(s):

· Create, write, and share a creative non-fiction story
· Understand Unit 1 (Chemistry) of the Science 9 curriculum and make it accessible to other students

Task(s):

1. Organize your Science notes 
2. While studying and organizing your notes, identify a connecting theme, start thinking about how you will turn your notes into an educational, short story. 
3. Write the story. You will go through the whole writing process (as discussed in class) before publishing.
**This is a creative non-fiction piece – your story should be rooted in fact and have a theme, but may include elements of fiction to create suspense and fluidity. 

Big Ideas:
· Inquiry, curiosity, and thoughtful reflection in story and text deepen our understanding of self, identity, and humanity.
· Using artistry and precision in language are powerful tools in communicating for specific audiences and purposes.
Curricular Competencies

· Make meaningful personal connections with ideas presented in a variety of texts to increase understanding of self and others.

· Use the stages of the writing process to improve clarity
· Present ideas and information and adjust point of view, voice, and tone for a variety of purposes

· Apply the conventions of language to clarify meaning in written and oral communication

Choose at least one for your story. If your story explores a different theme, that’s ok too.

· Being true to yourself 

· Self-expression 

· Healing

· Minimum 750 words (3 pages double spaced); no maximum.
· Science facts must be correct and included somehow.
