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We All Wear Masks
Creative Non-Fiction Writing
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End Result:
We’re going to create an anthology of short stories for ND students to read in order to earn AR points. Each story will be worth 1, 2, or 3 AR points depending on how long your story is.

Objective(s):

· Make connections between themes in various pieces of literature to your own life. 

· Identify theme(s) in literature – with an emphasis on the idea and symbol of masks
· Create, write, and share your story 
Task(s):

1. Create a mask – go outside your comfort zone; be brave! 
2. Read various stories and poems with Masks used as symbols or part of a larger theme. Does a particular story speak to you or remind you of something you’ve been through, or something you’ve experienced?
3. Live with your mask for a week – bring it with you everywhere, interact with it; attempt to integrate it into your life – after all it is (likely) your own face.
4. Create, write, and share a creative non-fiction story that uses your mask as either a symbol or theme.

**This is a creative non-fiction piece – your story should be rooted in fact, but may include elements of fiction to create suspense and fluidity. 

Big Ideas:
· Inquiry, curiosity, and thoughtful reflection in story and text deepen our understanding of self, identity, and humanity.
· Using artistry and precision in language are powerful tools in communicating for specific audiences and purposes.
